· In a succinct paragraph, summarize the main point of Brent Stales’s “Just Walk on By:  A Black Man Ponders his Power to Alter Public Space,” indicating your agreement or disagreement with the author.  Please provide analyses and examples drawn from your experience and knowledge to develop this one paragraph.

Three or Four Paragraph Essay
Choose one of the topics below to complete your three or four paragraph essay.

· Write an essay comparing how you performed a particular activity when you were a child with how you perform the same activity now.  Make sure you focus on the differences and, like Daly, draw some conclusions about the present.

· Relying on examples from your won experience, write an essay in which you discuss what part you think race plays in people’s reaction to Staples.  Do you think his perceptions are accurate?
